Dear Arpad Community,

A short summer has passed very quickly. Hope you are all
well prepared to start into autumn and flu season.

In the last three months our admin team was very busy with
the implementation of the new software system.
Successfully implemented is the rostering and payroll part,
which makes this process more efficient and allows for an
easy check on the compliance of the Arpad with the
required care minutes.

The next step will be the activation of the finance part of
the software, which will replace the old version of our
billing and invoicing system.

We have also completed a major recruitment round and
filled all required positions for the staffing levels
determined by the care minutes.

The Resident Advisory Board held its first meeting early
February 2024, but had no particular recommendation to
the Committee. The residents provided feedback that they
are satisfied with the care, upcoming projects and services
at the Arpad. The board will meet again in August 2024.

In February 2024 the Department of Health published the
new star ratings for aged care homes. The Arpad team
celebrated the current 5 star status of the Arpad and all
staff at the Arpad will work very hard to maintain this.

The positive feedback from the residents who were
interviewed also placed the Arpad on third best place in
relation to satisfaction with the provided food. This was
published in an article from the Herald Sun in March 2024.
Huge thanks to our catering team who actively responds to
residents feedback and requests.

We are preparing some major upgrades to the Arpad
building and infrastructure over the next 12-24 months.
First step will be upgrade works to our kitchen with new
flooring and new appliances. This project is currently in the
early planning stages and it requires relocation of our food
service for about a week.

We continue our efforts to keep the Arpad up to the high
standard required in the industry and for the benefit of the
residents.
